CONFESSION OF SINS

Our Savior Jesus Christ commanded baptism when he said: “Go and make
disciples of all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father and of the
Son and of the Holy Spirit” All of us are born into this world with a deep
need for baptism. From our parents we inherit a sinful nature; we are with-
out true fear of God and true faith in God and are condemned to eternal
death. But Jesus took away our sin by giving his life on the cross. At our
baptism he clothes us with the robe of his righteousness and gives us a new
life. Our sinful nature need not control us any longer. We recall what bap-

tism means for our daily lives as we speak these words:

Baptism means that the sinful nature in us should be drowned by daily
sorrow and repentance, and that all its evil deeds and desires be put to
death. It also means that a new person should daily arise to live before

God in righteousness and purity forever.
As baptized children of God we confess our sins:

Holy and merciful Father, I confess that I am by nature sinful, and that I
have disobeyed you in my thoughts, words, and actions. I have done
what is evil and failed to do what is good. For this I deserve your punish-
ment both now and in eternity. But I am truly sorry for my sins, and
trusting in my Savior Jesus Christ, I pray: Lord, have mercy on me, a sin-

ner.

God, our heavenly Father, has been merciful to us and has given his only
Son to be the atoning sacrifice for our sins. Therefore, as a called servant of
Christ and by his authority, I forgive you all your sins in the name of the
Father and of the Son 1t and of the Holy Spirit.
